STEP 3. Attach back panel and top bar to side panels. 

STEP 4. Attach the spring frame.
Swing out four hangers at corner of the spring frame (L) carefully. Attach spring frame FLAT SIDE UP. 
Choose the height of the spring frame. Start at the highest level and adjust accordingly.

Bolt the spring frame (L) to side panels using Allen head bolts (H6), washers (H8), lock washers (H12) and 
Allen wrench (H11). As the child grows, it is important to lower the spring.

Storage:

• Ensure that the sides are properly latched or locked in place when the crib is 
occupied.
• The mattress used with this crib should not be more than 15cm thick and 
should be of such length with width that the gap between the mattress and the 
sides of the crib is no more than 3cm when the mattress is pushed into the 
corner of the crib.

   Pine woods exchange moisture with the air adjust-
ing to major changes in room temperature and 
humidity. Therefore, it is best to place your furniture 
away from heating or air-conditioning vents. 
   Sunlight is not friendly to solid wood furniture and 
prolonged direct exposure to harsh sunlight can 
discolor the finish. Be careful not to place your furni-
ture in direct sunlight for extended periods of time. As 
with all your fine furniture, blot up spills immediately.

and 4" (100 mm) inthickness and not exceeding 6" (152 mm).
